“I joke that a cat sent me to vet
school, but a dog sent me to rehab.”

Among the problems our dogs
face are orthopedic problems, neuro-
logic conditions, post-operative recov-
ery, arthritis, weight management, and
athletic conditioning. Sound familiar?

At Pawsitive Steps, therapeutic
exercise is the backbone of the reha-
bilitation program. Right now, Dr. Kern
is treating a six-month old puppy who
